Meeting Milestones

Welcome to our latest BORR update. Various works and
structures along the alignment continue to progress and
reach significant milestones.

Finishing works at the Paris-Clifton Road interchange are
now underway and deck pours at the Boyanup-Picton
Road overpass—called the ‘Mega-Bridge'—have been
completed. Piling works at the Preston River bridge have
also concluded enabling the abutment work to begin.

Fauna-related works have also advanced. The fauna
underpass at the northern tie-in section of BORR and
Forrest Highway has been installed, allowing for work on
the embankment to commence. Additionally, along
multiple sections of the alignment, fauna fencing is now
being installed.

An exciting milestone was reached on the project with
the opening of Raymond Road and the accompanying
traffic switch successfully completed. You can read more
about this development below.

As the project continues towards completion, the BORR
team maintain its commitment to engaging with the
region’s stakeholders and community to ensure detailed
planning and traffic management is communicated.
