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EastLink WA
Perth to Northam

EastLink WA is a culmination of more than 40 years of road planning activities to provide a
safer, more efficient route from Perth to Northam for freight and road users. It will allow users
to travel at a consistent speed through bridged intersections and a dual carriageway, deliver
major travel time savings, and enable access for RAV 7 heavy vehicles (36.5m combinations)
from Perth to Northam.

The project is currently in the Planning and Development phase, which will take place over
three years and involve planning studies, design refinement and scoping to produce
preliminary designs for the route. The project is not currently funded for construction.

The design team will consider national standards,
technical study outcomes, and stakeholder and
community input in the development of the
preliminary design for EastLink WA.
