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1 INTRODUCTION

Main Roads Western Australia (Main Roads) is currently undertaking widening and upgrade of
Toodyay Road between 12.71 and 40.14 Straight Line Kilometres (SLK), in the Shire of Toodyay
(the project). The road improvements are intended to improve the safety of Toodyay Road
including to remove substandard curves that currently impair driver vision.

The Main Roads Wheatbelt Region is delivering the project in stages based on funding availability.
The action commenced on 21 January 2019. Main Roads notified the Department of
commencement of the action in writing on 31 January 2019. Clearing and construction of a section
of the project between approximately 35 and 38 SLK was undertaken during this reporting period
(21 January 2019 and 20 January 2020).

1.1 Approval under the Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation
Act 1999

The project was referred to the former Department of the Environment (now the Department of
Agriculture, Water and the Environment (the Department)) in March 2016 for assessment under
the Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 (EPBC Act). The project was
determined to be a controlled action on 8 April 2016 due to its potential impacts on listed
threatened species and communities. The Department granted approval for the project on

4 December 2018 (EPBC 2016/7665), which included a number of conditions that Main Roads is
required to fulfil.

1.2  Purpose of this Report

Clearing for the project commenced on 21 January 2019. This compliance report has been
produced to satisfy Conditions 12 and 13 of approval EPBC 2016/7665. Table 1 of this report
outlines project compliance against each approval condition over the 12 month period between
21 January 2019 and 20 January 2020.
