Federal Conservation Codes’

Extinct

A native species is eligible to be included in the extinct category at a particular time if, at that
time, there is no reasonable doubt that the last member of the species has died.

Extinct in the Wild

A native species is eligible to be included in the extinct in the wild category at a particular time if,

at that time:

e Itis known only to survive in cultivation, in captivity or as a naturalised population well
outside its past range.

¢ It has not been recorded in its known and/or expected habitat, at appropriate seasons,
anywhere in its past range, despite exhaustive surveys over a time frame appropriate to its
life cycle and form.

Critically Endangered

A native species is eligible to be included in the critically endangered category at a particular

time if, at that time, it is facing an extremely high risk of extinction in the wild in the immediate

future, as determined in accordance with the prescribed criteria.

Endangered

A native species is eligible to be included in the endangered category at a particular time if, at

that time it is not critically endangered and is facing a very high risk of extinction in the wild in

the near future, as determined in accordance with the prescribed criteria.

Vulnerable

A native species is eligible to be included in the vulnerable category at a particular time if, at that

time it is not critically endangered or endangered and it is facing a high risk of extinction in the

wild in the medium term future, as determined in accordance with the prescribed criteria.

Migratory

Any species listed under international conventions and/or agreements to which Australia is party

to (e.g., Bonn, CAMBA, JAMBA, ROKAMBA).

Conservation Dependent

A native species is eligible to be included in the conservation dependent category at a particular

time if, at that time:

¢ The species is the focus of a specific conservation program the cessation of which would
result in the species becoming vulnerable, endangered or critically endangered; or

! as defined by the Department of the Environment (DOTE).



e The following subparagraphs are satisfied:
— The species is a species of fish.

— The species is the focus of a plan of management that provides for management actions
necessary to stop the decline of, and support the recovery of, the species so that its
chances of long term survival in nature are maximised.

— The plan of management is in force under a law of the Commonwealth or of a State or
Territory.

— Cessation of the plan of management would adversely affect the conservation status of
the species.

State Conservation Codes>

S1 Schedule 1

Fauna, which are rare or likely to become extinct and are declared to be fauna in need of special
protection.

S2 Schedule 2

Fauna, which are presumed to be extinct and are declared to be fauna in need of special
protection.

S3 Schedule 3

Birds, which are subject to an agreement between the governments of Australia and Japan
relating to the protection of migratory birds and birds in danger of extinction which are declared
to be fauna in need of special protection.

S4 Schedule 4

Fauna that are in need of special protection, otherwise than for the reasons mentioned in
Schedule 1, 2 or 3.

P1 Priority One

Taxa with few, poorly known populations on threatened lands. Taxa which are known from few
specimens or sight records from one of a few localities on lands not managed for conservation.
The taxon needs urgent survey and evaluation of conservation status before consideration can
be given to declaration as threatened species.

P2 Priority Two

Taxa with few, poorly known populations on conservation lands. Taxa which are known from few
specimens or sight records from one or a few localities on lands not under immediate threat of
habitat destruction or degradation. The taxon needs urgent survey and evaluation of
conservation status before consideration can be given to declaration as threatened fauna.

P3 Priority three

Taxa with several, poorly known populations, some on conservation lands. Taxa which are
known from few specimens or sight records from several localities, some of which are on lands

not under immediate threat of habitat destruction or degradation. The taxon needs urgent
survey and evaluation of conservation status before consideration can be given to declaration as
threatened fauna.

P4/P5 Priority four/Priority five

Taxa which are considered to have been adequately surveyed or for which sufficient knowledge
is available and which are considered not currently threatened or in need of special protection,
but could if present circumstances change. These taxa are usually represented on conservation
lands. Taxa which are declining significantly but are not yet threatened.

Where threatened
ecological community distributions are less well known, existing vegetation maps and point location data
are used to produce indicative distribution maps.

For species where the distributions are well known, maps are digitised from sources such as recovery plans
and detailed habitat studies. Where appropriate, core breeding, foraging and roosting areas are indicated
under 'type of presence'. For species whose distributions are less well known, point locations are collated
from government wildlife authorities, museums, and non-government organisations; bioclimatic

distribution models are generated and these validated by experts. In some cases, the distribution maps are
based solely on expert knowledge.

Only selected species covered by the following provisions of the EPBC Act have been mapped:
- migratory and
- marine
The following species and ecological communities have not been mapped and do not appear in reports
produced from this database:
- threatened species listed as extinct or considered as vagrants
- some species and ecological communities that have only recently been listed
- some terrestrial species that overfly the Commonwealth marine area
- migratory species that are very widespread, vagrant, or only occur in small numbers
The following groups have been mapped, but may not cover the complete distribution of the species:
- non-threatened seabirds which have only been mapped for recorded breeding sites
- seals which have only been mapped for breeding sites near the Australian continent
Such breeding sites may be important for the protection of the Commonwealth Marine environment.

The Graceful Sunmoth inhabits coastal heathland containing
Lomandra maritima and Banksia Woodlands containing
Lomandra hermaphrodita (DPAW, 2015). Sparse records of
Lomandra hermaphrodita were located in the Banksia Woodland
habitat of the study area. All recent records of this species occur
further west, with the only record occurring adjacent to the
study area occurring in 1997 at Whitman Park (DPAW, 2014b).
