Pursuant to section 24G(2) and section 25(1a) of the Bush Fires Act 1954, the burning of garden refuse
and camp and cooking fires is prohibited in all areas within the Shire of Collie during the Prohibited
Burning Period. Furthermore, pursuant to section 24G(2) of the Act the burning of garden refuse
is prohibited within the Shire of Collie during the Restricted Burning Period, unless a permit to
burn has first been obtained from a Fire Control Officer.
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Pursuant to section 25(1a) of the Act the burning of camping and cooking fires is allowed in the
Shire of Collie during the Restricted Burning Period, unless otherwise sign posted or fire danger
rating is high or above.

On any day during the restricted burning period where either fire danger rating is High, Extreme or
Catastrophic, garden refuse, wood or solid fuel barbecues, camp and cooking fires or (pizza ovens
without DFES exemption) are NOT permitted to be used under any circumstances. Permits are
automatically cancelled on these days.

Due to unseasonable weather conditions Restricted and Prohibited burning dates may be extended or
shortened.

Fire Control Officers have the authority under the Bush Fires Act 1954 to halt any activity or operation
that they deem as hazardous or likely to start a fire.

Penalties will be enforced by the Shire of Collie for failing to comply with the annual Firebreak notice.

Please note: All properties are required to be compliant by 1 December 2022 through to 31 May 2023
and firebreaks are required to be a minimum of 3 meters wide with a vertical clearance of 5 meters.

ii. single tyres of at least 458 mm in width; and
(¢) has an axle spacing between 4.3 metres and 4.5 metres.

7. Modification of Mass Requirements
(1) The steer axle may exceed 6.0 tonnes, provided it does not exceed 7.1 tonnes.
(2) The drive axle may exceed 9.0 tonnes, provided it does not exceed 10.6 tonnes.

8. Access Requirements

(1) A fire truck may be driven on any road within the State of Western Australia, subject to subclause
8(2).

4. Period for which this Order applies
