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' The $852 million Bunbury Outer Ring Road
project is jointly funded by the Australian

Government ($681.6 million) and the State
Government ($170.4 million).

Site establishment works at Golding Crescent site.
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The Bunbury Outer Ring Road (BORR) will reduce local congestion and increase efficiency for freight vehicles and regional
traffic while improving long-term access to the Bunbury Port. The project will support social and economic growth and
development and enhance amenity on local roads by reducing freight and regional traffic. It will also create a safer road
system for our community in greater Bunbury and the wider South West region.

In January, there was a lower than average rainfall in
Bunbury, providing optimum working conditions for
embankment works.

Construction update

Construction of the Bunbury Outer Ring Road is now
more than 12 per cent complete, and site establishment

in the north and central has progressed significantly. While a lack of rain can be helpful for construction, we

understand that hot and dry conditions can affect nearby

homes with increased levels of dust.

sand to project sites in the northern and central sections

for foundations, laydown areas and embankments (a bank
of earth built to carry a road over a low lying area).

The project requires almost eight million tonnes of import
in total, and in some key project areas we are now
operating on Saturdays to increase the amount of fill we
can deliver to our project sites before the wet weather
returns.

As such, we have dust monitors installed across some
project sites, and are using a dust suppressant on our
stockpiles, as well as regularly running water carts
throughout the day to keep dust to a minimum.

If you travel on Forrest Highway, you would have seen a
flurry of activity over the past few weeks as we build the
crossovers in the median. These crossovers are being
developed for future use when traffic will be diverted onto
one side of Forrest Highway to enable construction of the
Paris/Clifton interchange.

Raymond Road ground improvements

The bridges team has been busy completing ground
improvement works at the Raymond Road interchange to
increase ground stability for the future bridge to sit on. To
do this, the team is currently constructing 200 on-site
controlled modulus columns (CMCs), which are eight
metres long and 450mm in diameter.

The large drill is fitted with a custom drilling tool that
penetrates the ground, displacing the surrounding soil
within the hole. Displacing the soil within the hole and not
removing it (like a standard pile) strengthens the area
where the columns are being constructed. Once the holes
are dug, high-flow concrete is then pumped through the
drill and used to fill the concrete column.
